India's 2011 Population Is 1.21 Billion, 17.5 PC Of World

India's population rose to 1.21 billion people over the last 10 years--an increase by 181 million, according to the new census released on March 31, but significantly the 
growth is slower for the first time in nine decades.The population, which accounts for world's 17.5 percent population, comprises 623.7 million males and 586.5 million females, said a provisional 2011 Census report. China is the most populous nation acounting for 19.4 per cent of the global population.
The country's headcount is almost equal to the combined population of the United States, Indonesia, Brazil, Pakistan,Bangladesh and Japan put together

Japan Dumps Radioactive Water Into Sea
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Amid the failure to plug dangerous leakages in the quake-crippled Fukushima plant, workers today were forced to release contaminated water into the sea in a desperate attempt to create room for the storage of highly radioactive substance leaking at the 
Japanese nuclear reactor.Japanese engineers began dumping of 10,000 tonnes of contaminated water from the nuclear plant into the Pacific Ocean as they pumped coloured powder in a desperate measure to trace source of dangerous leakages in the complex.
Gandhi Book Based On Letters In Archives, Says Writer
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Pulitzer prize-winning author Jeseph Lelyveld, writer of a new book on Mahatma Gandhi that has generated a controversy in India, says that his work is “not sensationalist”, and is based on material that is already published and available in the
