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US Offers Famous 'Stinger' Missiles to India
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The United States has offered the air-to-air version of its famous Stinger missile to India as part of the weapons package proposed for the 22 attack helicopter deal of the Indian Air Force (IAF). The surface-to-air version of the Stinger missile is widely credited for the collapse of Russian helicopter fleet in Afghan war in 1980s and was also used by Pakistani troops to bring down an IAF Mi-17 helicopter during the Kargil war in 1999.

Robert Vicino is a Californian businessman who is building the luxury bunkers in secret locations. His website asks: ‘What if the prophecies are true? Which side of the door do you want to be on?’ He says that he has more than 5,000 Americans booking places, and is now building bunkers in Europe. Steve Cramer, one man who has reserved his place, insists: ‘we’re not crazy people: these are fearful times. My family wants to survive. You have to be prepared.’

The nanometre storage unit was developed by scientists from IBM and the German Center for Free-Electron Laser Science (CFEL).It was built atom by atom with the help of a scanning tunneling microscope (STM).
